STATEMENT OF CLINTON TOWNSHIP SEWERAGE AUTHORITY AND HENKELS & McCOY

Clinton, N.J. (December 30, 2014) - Officials of the Clinton Township
Sewerage Authority (CTSA) and Henkels & McCoy today jointly announced an
out-of-court settlement. The settlement concludes all claims by the
Authority resulting from an accident last year in which a section of CTSA
sewer pipe was disturbed during an unrelated pipeline construction project. 

Peter Geiger, Chairman of the Authority, stated that the settlement, which
provides reimbursement for associated engineering and construction repair
expenses, is in the best interest of customers and area residents. "We are
pleased this matter could be resolved through good faith negotiations
without having to incur potentially lengthy and costly litigation," he said.

Officials from Henkels said they regretted any inconvenience caused by the
sewer pipe disturbance and were pleased that the Authority's claim could be
settled to the satisfaction of the parties.
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
